Please send a pdf or postscript file of your writeup converted from the MS Word template or the LaTeX classes to either one of us by August 16.  We will remind you about this many times as the deadline approaches.  Please also send the MS Word or LaTeX files if you cannot convert them or in case we have to make any size adjustments.  Fonts should be included in the files (Type 1 Adobe fonts work best).  As a guideline for number of pages, use the conversion 2.5 minutes per page, so a maximum of 8 pages for a 20 minute talk, 12 pages for a 30 minute talk.  Also, remember to fax signed copies of the copyright agreement and permission form to us at 630-252-5782 (001 630 252 5782 from outside the US and Canada) by the deadline.
