HEPD Safety Committee Report (HEP-FY08-SR-002): Review of Argonne Wakefield 
Accelerator (AWA) Facilities

December 19, 2007, a safety review committee conducted a physical inspection of 
AWA facilities and Accelerator tunnel inside Building 366.    

The following concerns were identified and need to be addressed:
· 480 volt electrical power cabinet improperly locked-out, missing LO tag.

· Division ES&H information posting at accelerator tunnel entrance/exit is outdated.
· Occupancy permit needed for operations “new enclosures”.
· Electric clock used with spliced line cord and electrical tape inside clean room.  

· A cabinet near the west side exit showed a label marked “SSID inventory 2006”.  This indicates the cabinet may perhaps been used to store sealed sources; HP should survey the cabinet to ensure no contamination. 

· Building 366 roof leaks water into bucket on top the AWA laser room.

· Noncompliant egress issues inside the AWA tunnel, less than 28’’clearances.

· Spilled lead shot from ruptured beanbag on top the AWA roof.  
· Unprotected electrical connections in relay-rack on top the AWA roof.

· Housekeeping needs to improve on top the AWA roof, unused items should be remove and the area cleaned of debris.
