               A Walkthrough was conducted July 30, 2008 in Bldg. 362, the first floor – C, D, E, F, G, H Wings, and the Service floor. The following findings are noted safety concerns:     
E-108:
A portable electric power strip use for the refrigerator is mounted onto the electrical

conduit with plastic tie-wraps
The Laser jet 4550 DN printer and the HP copier are both plugged into one portable 
electric power strip which exceeds the recommended maximum capacity for current capability of the power strip  

E-112A: Over-head storage on top the cabinet nearest to the entrance is subject to falling from above  

E-116:
The ES&H requirement for testing eyewash stations is once per week. The last recorded 
test date indicates that testing is now past due
C-116:
Designated eating and drinking requirements should be clearly posted. Food wrappers and soda pop cans inside trash bins suggest that eating and drinking may occur in the lab working spaces whereby materials that could be injurious may be present


Inside the machine shop, electrical tape was used as a substitute for wiring insulation 
on the line cord to the drill press 


Information posted at the entrance of the machine shop is outdated. The current point 
of contact (Custodian), individual is retired from the Lab
