E-205:
As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be
securely fasten to the wall, and adjacent or back to back cabinets taller than six feet should be

securely fasten to one another   
E-208: As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be securely fasten to the wall, and adjacent or back to back cabinets taller than six feet should be securely fasten to one another   
E-229:
Housekeeping is needed to reduce the clutter
E-248:
As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be 
securely fasten to the wall, and adjacent or back to back cabinets taller than six feet should be 
securely fasten to one another   
C-256:
Water is dripping onto the work bench from a broken nozzle. The lab occupant should submit a building maintenance service request for repair 
The ES&H requirement for eyewash station testing is once per week. The last recorded

test date indicates that testing is now past due

Not all ground fault interrupt circuits have been tested annually. The GFCI located under the exhaust hood had a sticker last dated 2002

E-256:
The loose floor tile may present a tripping hazard and should be repaired. Submit building maintenance service request for repair

E-269:
As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be 

securely fasten to the wall, and adjacent or back to back cabinets taller than six feet should be 

securely fasten to one another   
H-230:
As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be 

securely fasten to the wall, and adjacent or back to back cabinets taller than six feet should be 

securely fasten to one another   

A clock that sits on top a cabinet taller than six feet is subject to falling from above  

E-288: Not all ground fault interrupt circuits have been tested annually
Housekeeping is necessary to reduce the clutter

An extension cord is improperly used with a portable electric power strip
F-224:
As required by ANL protocol, stand alone cabinets taller than six feet should be
