HEP Rigging Procedures in Building 366
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All rigging in Building 366 is to follow the ANL Hoisting and Rigging manual requirements. 
In addition to the ANL Hoisting and Rigging manual requirements, the following specific procedures must be followed:

1. The building manager will be notified whenever any rigging will occur by either ANL riggers or HEP personal.  

2. HEP personal operating the crane must be up to date on training as Incidental Operators as defined in the ANL Hoisting and Rigging manual (section 1.2.1.1).

3. HEP personal will perform only incidental lifts as defined in the ANL Hoisting and Rigging manual (section 1.2.1.1).  No incidental lift should exceed 10 tons.  

4. Any lifts that are not “incidental part of their normal work assignments” (section 1.2.11), over 10 tons, or is a first time lift of a new piece of equipment will require riggers.

5. Portable signage must be posted to define the area where rigging will occur.  The signage will indicate that safety shoes, safety glasses, and hard hats are required in the area of rigging.

6. Anyone within the designated lift area (as defined by section 4.0 above) must wear safety shoes, glasses and hard hats.

7. All lifts with the overhead crane must involve an operator and a helper.  

8. Before each lift the Overhead and Gantry Crane/Hoist Visual Inspection Checklist (ANL-600 form) must be filled out.  

Inspections:

The crane is routinely inspected during the weekly 366 tool inspection and by regular Argonne crane inspections.  Slings and other lifting fixtures are inspected by Argonne on a monthly basis and only approved fixtures can be used.
