Using VRVS for Video Conferencing

You have to be a registered VRVS user to participate (www.vrvs.org for details). 

If you don’t have the vrvs software, download the Main Package from www.vrvs.org.

1.  Starting Up

1.  Go to www.vrvs.org
2. Join -> World Wide

· Active sessions are shown

· Click Correct planet (Pre-arranged)

· Enter (Pre-arranged) Password (if any)

3. Click on MBONE Start Audio

· Click Listen and/or Microphone as needed

· Adjust Microphone gain as needed

2.  Sharing Your Desktop

Only one person can share his/her desktop with the others.  This person enables sharing, and then ends sharing for another person to present.

A. Sharing with Non-Secure Sites

YOU ARE THE PRESENTER

1. Run WinVNC

· Start Menu -> Programs -> VNC -> Run WinVNC (App Mode)

· Right Click Icon in Lower Right-hand tray ->Properties

· Set:

· Accept Socket connections

· Display Number: Auto 

· Password (non-null !)

· Disable remote Keyboard & Pointer

· Poll:

· Window under Cursor

· Console Windows

· Click OK
2. Main VRVS Virtual room. Click “SHARING” icon (Bottom Center of Window)

3. In “Desktop Sharing” popup window

· Click ‘DECLARE’

· Display Number 0

· Enter password – same as your VNC Server password 

· Sharing Level: Broadcast Only

· 256 colors 

· No proxy (Proxy Feature is still in beta Version)

· Click Declare

     If successfully declared, in the Main Virtual Room, the VRVS icon for your site  will include a symbol for ‘shared’ desktop server 

YOU ARE THE VIEWER

1. In Main VRVS Virtual Room, 

· Click “SHARING” icon

Presenter’s desktop should momentarily appear. (Note that your own desktop is underneath the window you see.)

B. Sharing with Secure Sites (like Argonne)

Viewers must be listening before the Presenter starts

YOU ARE THE VIEWER

1. Start Menu -> Programs -> VNC -> Run VNCviewer (Listen  Mode)

YOU ARE THE PRESENTER

1. Run WinVNC (If not already running)
· Start Menu -> Programs -> VNC -> Run WinVNC (App Mode)

· Right Click Icon in Lower Right-hand tray ->Properties

· Set:

· Accept Socket connections

· Display Number: Auto 

· Password (non-null !)

· Disable remote Keyboard & Pointer

· Poll:

· Window under Cursor

· Console Windows

· Click OK

2. Right Click VNC Icon in (lower right-hand) Windows Tray -> Add New Client

3. Enter IP addresses of all attendees

To stop desktop sharing, Right Click Icon in Lower Right-hand tray 

-> Kill All Clients
